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PRACTICAL DETAILS

BY TRAIN
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An easy 10 minutes walk from St. Leonards Sta-
tion, (500 metres from conference centre) Take Pa-
cific Highway exit turn left along Highway, cross
Albany St and turn left, right at Clark Lane, left at
Pole Lane, entrance to Northside Conference Cen-
tre midway down Pole Lane on right hand side.

BY BUS

Govt. buses 143, 144, 252, 253, 254, 257, 265, 289,
290, 291 stop on Pacific Highway follow above di-
rections from Albany Street or use Oxley Street and
turn left into Pole Lane.

BY CAR

The use of public transport is strongly recom-
mended. Parking, however, is available, and
cheaply, under certain conditions.

For Hume street car park, from Pacific Highway
turn into Albany Street, right at Hume Street, right
at Pole Lane, enter Parking Station.

Early bird parking (in between 7.00am & noon &
out after noon) is $5.00 for the day. For this, park-
ing ticket must be validated before noon, at the
second-level cashiers booth to qualify. Note that
the cost of parking without validating parking
ticket will be $33.00 for the day.

Basic rate is first 2 hours free then $3.30 per half-
hour. Street parking is metered.
